2. Writing (Grammar, Capitalization, Spelling, etc.)
3. Timeliness of assignments

4. Creativity 

5. Photos and drawings. 

6. Handwriting and neatness.  

I will be looking for organizational structure (completing each of the above requirements), complete sentences, proper grammar, correct spelling, capitalization and punctuation. Each chapter should be both enjoyable to look at and read.

Your project should include all parts listed below.

Cover Page -  This should include a Title and photo or drawing of you and a “by” line.  See “autobiography art” page on the back of this packet.
Table of Contents Page - List all chapter titles and page numbers
Dedication Page- Write a dedication to someone who has had an impact on your life.
Chapter 1 - Who Am I. 
        Include your name, age, physical description, things you like/dislike about yourself.
Chapter 2 - My Family.
        Name each member of your immediate family and tell something about each one of them. See “autobiography art” page on the back of this packet.
Chapter 3 - Happy Birthday!
        Give the date and tell about what this date means to you. Tell about your best birthday so far.
Chapter 4 - My Favorite Things.
        Tell about things that make you happy, excited etc. See “autobiography art” page on the back of this packet.
Chapter 5 - A Great Place.
        Name or describe a place that is special to you.  Tell about why it is such a great place. See “autobiography art” page on the back of this packet.
Chapter 6 -Happy Holiday.
        What is your favorite holiday? Why? Describe what you do on that day.
Chapter 7 - A Day Off.
        What is special about a day off of school?  Why? Be descriptive.
Chapter 8 - Heart breakers.
        Tell about things that make you sad, get you down, a terrible experience, etc.
Chapter 9 - Way Back When.
        Tell something about when you were young.  Ask your parents for some ideas.  They could be funny stories or just memories.
Chapter 10 -Your Idol or Hero
        Write a letter to your favorite athlete, movie/TV star, rock star, author, a person in government etc.  Tell them why you idolize them.  Ask questions or comment on something in their lives or achievements that interest you.
Chapter 11 - A Great Moment or I Wish
        Tell about something in your life that you will never forget OR tell about a special wish.
Chapter 12 - A Special Person.
        Write a letter to someone who means a lot to you.  Tell that person why they are important in your life.
Chapter 13 - My Pet/ Treasure.
        Describe a pet or a favorite treasure that you have or had in the past.  What is/was so great to you about it?
Chapter 14 - The Best Book I Have Ever Read.
        Name the book; tell a little about the book and why you think it was the best book.
Chapter 15 - Community Service.
        How could you and other children improve the community where you live? How can you make it an even better place to live?
Chapter 16 - Making Changes.
        Write a persuasive letter to parent/ teacher/ government official about something you would like to see changed.
Chapter 17 – Favorite Fifth Grade Memory


What do you remember from your fifth grade year?  It could be funny, weird, sad, etc.
Chapter 18 - Changing Places.
        If you could change places with anyone in your family, whom would you choose to be? What is the first thing you would do as that person?
Chapter 19 - Wedding Bells.
        Do you think you would like to get married some day? Why or Why not? If yes, would you like to have children? What kind of parent would you be?
Chapter 20 - Words to live by.
        What is your favorite quote and why?  If you don’t have a favorite, find one.  How does it help the way you live?  
Chapter 21 – Middle School


Write about what you think life will be like next year in middle school.  How will you do in school?  Will you have the same or different friends?
Chapter 22 - 2030.
        Write about what you will be doing in the year 2030.  Where will you live?  What will you be doing in your life?
Chapter 23 – Letter from a friend
        Have two or three of your friends neatly write a letter explaining why you are a friend to them.  I have a note for you to give to them attached to this packet.
Chapter 24 - Include a list of your most favorite things in 2011-12. ( i.e. favorite saying, movie, book, sports, hero/ heroine, song, etc.)  
Your autobiography should look like a book when complete.
